Supported on spread footings, Indianapolis Mar-
riott Downtown is a poured in-place concrete struc-
ture - composed of approximately 25,000 cubic yards
of concrete. The exterior will feature an extensive
amount of precast and glass, along with EIFS for the
penthouses and other areas. Also, Sewall says brick that
matches the convention center will be used from the
third floor down.

F.A. Wilhelm Construction Co. makes one of its final
concrete pours for Indianapolis Marriott Downtown.
Wilhelm rented a Schwing KVM 32XL truck-mounted
concrete pump - equipped with a detachable placing
boom - from R.L. McCoy Inc. to deliver concrete up
through the building to the upper levels.
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Indianapolis Marriott Downtown is scheduled to open in spring 2001. The Marriott, with 615 deluxe guestrooms and 28
suites, will be the largest hotel in the state of Indiana.

Pouring It On

In February, laborers
were working on several
sections of the tower and =
support structure. F.A.
Wilhelm Construction Co.
was busy making final =
concrete pours for the |
tower. i

“Wilhelm has done a it
very good job production-
wise for the tower struc-
ture, and that has opened |
other work opportunities ||
for the other trades,” Se- '}
wall says.

Wilhelm’s operation
has been aided substan-
tially by the use of a
Schwing KVM 32XL
truck-mounted concrete
pump with a detachable
placing boom to deliver
concrete - supplied by
Prairie Group - up
through the building to
the upper levels.

The 32-meter boom
pump, rented from R.L.
McCoy Inc., Indianapolis,
features a compact, four-
section boom design, a
106-foot vertical reach, an
output up to 209 cubic
yards per hour, and the

i structure is composed of approximately 25,000
optional detachable boom. cubic yards of concrete.

According to Schwing
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tower. Concrete was pumped more
than 175 feet to the upper floors.
“This is the fourth job that ['ve
been on that we’ve used a placing
boom,” says Wilhelm Superinten-
dent Jack Vannice, who described
the concrete pump /optional plac-
ing boom combination as “a
money-saver and a labor-saver.”
Using the detachable placing
boom, Wilhelm was able to increase
its concrete placement speed more
than 50 percent over the tower
crane and bucket method. Also by
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using the placing boom, the two
tower cranes on site were free to
handle other necessary lifting,.

Wilhelm, led by Project Manag-
er Mike Kinton and Vannice, com-
pleted work on the tower ahead
of schedule, doing a floor per week
from the fourth level thru the roof.
Each floor consisted of two pours
plus the vertical work. The con-
tractor never missed a scheduled
pour until a 5-inch snow in early
February curtailed their operation
for several days.

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Huber, Hunt & Nichols is over-
seeing the project from an office
building suite, adjacent to the con-
struction action. In addition to Se-
wall - a 17-year HH&N employee,
the management team includes
Dennis Page, contract manager;
Ben Swart, Adi Lunsford and Steve
Laurala, project engineers; Tom
Boyd, M & E coordinator; Tom
Williams and Tim Grieshop, project
superintendents; Kellie Anderson,
accountant; Melissa Hudson, sec-
retary/receptionist; and Lynn
Davis, secretary.

The team has accomplished
much in a relatively short period,
but additional work lies ahead.
Right now, says Sewall, concrete
work is ongoing in the podium
and precast work is continuing on
the tower. Also, glass and drywall
operations are getting into high
gear.

A variety of equipment is being
used to construct the Marriott in-
cluding two tower cranes and a
hydraulic crane supplied by
Carlisle, a Link-Belt HC-218 crane
from R.H. Marlin Inc,, and a Cham-
pion 6000 twin-cage bulkhoist from
Metro Elevator Co. Inc. ” [
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
